The Kingdom and Your Authority in Christ  
 

1. Jesus has all authority in 2 worlds:  physical world & spiritual world. 
       Matthew 28:18-20; 2 Corinthians 4:18 
 

2. Jesus came into this authority by humbling Himself and becoming 
      obedient to the Father.  Philippians 2:5-11   
 

3. Christian’s experience Christ’s Authority for their lives by humbling 
      themselves and becoming obedient to Christ.  
      Philippians 2:5; James 4:6,7,10 
 

4. Christian’s authority is given to minister life in the Name of Jesus     
through the power of the Spirit. 

      Matthew 18:18-20; Mark 16:15-20; Luke 9:1,2; John 20:21 
 

A. PRAYER OF PETITION. Asking the Father “in the Name of Jesus 
Christ”. John 14:12-14 

 
B. PRAYER OF COMMAND.  This is a prayer of authority, not a request. 

It is by the authority given to us from Christ that we cast out demons 
and heal the sick. Luke 10:17-20, Acts 3:6; 4:30-31
